It gives me great pleasure to report on 
the financial year activities of Goldminex 
Resources Limited. The Company has 
created a strong exploration portfolio in 
Papua New Guinea and has identified 
several areas with the potential to host 
major ore deposits. The exploration results 
continue to be outstanding with the 
discovery of high-grade gold, gold-copper 
and nickel mineralisation. During the 
year, a number of key exploration license 
applications were granted, and we are 
proud to announce that Goldminex is 
now one of the leading tenement holders 
in PNG with over 6,700km2 of highly 
prospective ground.

We have mobilised our largest exploration 
team to date with over 200 people on site 
including highly experienced geologists, 
drilling and operational staff who have 
collectively made a significant contribution 
to understanding the wide-ranging mineral 
occurrences in our tenement portfolio. At 
present, there are three heli-supported core 
drilling programmes focused on further 
definition of the gold and gold-copper 
prospects at Awari, Gossan Hill, and Kemani, 
and the nickel prospects at Iyewe Creek. 

Additional geological teams are driving the 
regional exploration in the Liamu, Wedei, 
Iyewe and other regions. The expectation 
is that the regional exploration will lead 
to additional discoveries and a pipeline of 
future prospects for advancement. 
A detailed discussion of the Company’s 
exploration programme is provided in the 
Review of Operations.  

Goldminex continues to be very 
conscious of the social and environmental 
responsibilities that have been awarded 
with our exploration licenses.  We work hard 
to maintain open communication with 
the landowners. The Company employs 
and trains many local people from each 
exploration area to assist our geological and 
drilling teams. Our site medics continue 
to spend much of their time within the 
surrounding villages, treating locals and 
educating people in health and hygiene.  

The current drilling programme is being 
undertaken to validate the commercial 
potential of prospects and the exploration 
programme is expected to continue 
to make new discoveries. Thanks to an 
experienced and dedicated management 
team, the Company is in a strong financial 
position to fund the next stage of 
exploration. The 2009/2010 financial year 
promises to be an exciting year.     

Since last year the world has been through 
dramatic changes in the financial and 
commodity markets. Fortunately the worst 
seem to be behind us and we have seen 
significant upside in copper and nickel 
prices with gold most notably, rising well 
above US$1,000/oz.

Although Basil Tambanis recently resigned 
as Managing Director, an interim CEO 
was immediately appointed. The Board is 
confident that the new CEO will maintain 
momentum and ensure continued progress 
on the exploration programme. The Board 
thanks Basil Tambanis for his valuable efforts 
in setting up and managing the Company 
since taking it public in 2007. The Company 
has a clear objective to build shareholder 
value through the discovery of economic 
mineralisation. Our focus continues to be 
on targets with the potential to host large-
scale mineralisation.  

I would like to thank the landowners as well 
as the PNG Mineral Resources Authority and 
the PNG Government for their continued 
assistance and support. I would like to 
thank all our staff and my fellow Directors 
for their contributions during the year. 
Most importantly, I would like to thank all 
shareholders for the continued confidence 
shown in the Company’s management and 
projects.

Chairman’s Letter
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Drilling at Iyewe.

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Introduction 
Goldminex has delivered significant 
achievements in the field since last year. 
The Company is now operating in two 
different project areas in PNG: Keuka in 
the Owen Stanley Ranges and Awari in 
the Sepik Province, 45km northeast of the 
Porgera Gold Mine. A number of gold, 
gold-copper and nickel discoveries have 
been made, three of which are currently 
being drilled. A substantially strengthened 
team of geologists has allowed the 
Company to implement the largest 
exploration programme to date covering 
six prospect areas and an extensive 
regional exploration programme. 

Goldminex has successfully achieved 
the objectives of the current exploration 
programme despite a delay in field 
activities due to an unusually long wet 
season.  Considerable effort was invested 
in building a larger and more experienced 
exploration and support team. The 
Company has more than doubled the 
number of seasoned PNG explorationists 
in the field compared to last season. 

Gold, Gold-Copper Exploration
The Company has a portfolio of gold and 
gold-copper prospects ranging from grass 
roots to drill-ready.  Drilling at Gossan Hill 
and Awari commenced in the September 
2009 quarter.  Drilling is expected to 
commence at Kemani in the December 
quarter. The objective of the drilling 
programme is to validate the commercial 
potential of prospects. Regionally, the 
Ibaubi, Wavera, Liamu and Gewoia 
prospects are being explored. 

Nickel Exploration

In 2008, exploration within ELs 1355 and 
1433 confirmed a 20km long nickel corridor, 
hosting multiple occurrences of high-grade 
outcropping sulphide nickel mineralisation 
with assays as high as 43.5% nickel. 
Drilling of the Iyewe Creek mineralisation 
commenced in September 2009. 

Review of Operations
Regional Exploration
In late 2008, a regional reconnaissance 
programme to the north of the nickel 
corridor identified highly anomalous gold, 
arsenic, sulphur and nickel geochemistry 
at Wedei Creek. Subsequent work has 
expanded the zone of anomalous 
geochemical mineralisation, also finding 
anomalous platinum and chromite, most 
likely associated with cumulate gabbro 
source rocks.

The high prospectivity of the tenements 
continues to be confirmed by new 
discoveries of gold, gold-copper and nickel 
mineralisation as outlined above. Regional 
exploration activities have been expanded 
with the objective of delivering new 
prospects to the exploration portfolio. 

Significant exploration achievements 
include:

•	 Three diamond drill rigs commenced 
operating in the September 2009. 
A total of 2,300m has been drilled 
at Awari, Gossan Hill and Iyewe and 
assays are pending.   

•	 Largest, most experienced technical 
team to date.  In 2009, approximately 
5,500 samples collected and 2,200m  
of trenching completed. 

•	 A helicopter-borne electromagnetic 
(EM) programme was conducted over 
the central portion of ELs 1355 and 
1433. This has advanced our geological 
knowledge of key prospect areas and 
generated EM targets for exploration.

•	 A six hole drilling programme 
totalling 480m at Gossan Hill in 
late 2008 provided the structural 
interpretation required for the current 
drilling programme. Drilling resumed 
in August 2009 to the east of the 
original drill area, to test coincident 
ENE trending mineralisation and an 
underlying EM anomaly.

•	 Trenching at Gossan Hill identified 
additional gold bearing veins with up 
to 2m at 55 g/t Au. 

•	 Refining the geological models 
continues to assist finding new 
mineralised structures such as Kemani 
and Wedei.

Nickel Exploration
Goldminex has confirmed the nickel 
sulphide potential of the area through 
discovery of outcropping nickel 
mineralisation as veins through a 
mineralised corridor along the Keveri 
Fault system in EL1355 and EL1433. 
Four occurrences of outcropping nickel 
sulphide mineralisation have been located 
between Meni Creek and Iyewe Creek. 
Importantly, this repetition of nickel 
occurrences and developing geological 
knowledge base has significantly increased 
our confidence in finding additional 
nickel sulphide mineralisation within the 
Company’s extensive tenement package. 

At Iyewe Creek, trenching returned a best 
result of 1.7m at 12.3% Ni and at Veri Veri 
Creek trenching returned a best result of 
7.8m at 3.2% Ni. Iyewe Creek is currently 
being drilled to determine the dip and 
strike extent of the host shear structure. 

Regional exploration late last year returned 
highly anomalous gold, nickel, chromium 
and platinum geochemistry in the Wedei 
Creek area. Additional work this year has 
expanded this anomalous area to the 
east into EL1576, which was granted in 
December 2008. 

Iyewe Creek Nickel Sulphide 
Prospect (EL1433)
Geochemical work identified a nickel 
sulphide float trail that led to the discovery 
of nickel mineralisation at Koube Creek 
within the Iyewe Creek area, approximately 
6km to the east of Veri Veri Creek. More 
detailed creek reconnaissance located 
outcropping nickel sulphide mineralisation 
over a 100m strike interval, within a 
moderately dipping shear zone that varies 
in width from 0.1 to 2.0 metres. Petrological 
sampling of the massive sulphide veins 
within the shear confirmed the presence of 
nickel sulphide minerals, pentlandite and 
heazlewoodite.  

Field crews mapped and sampled the 
discovery outcrop at Koube Creek, prior to 
expanding the search into the immediate 
area. An adjacent creek to the Iyewe lode 
contained nickel float boulders grading up 
to 49% nickel. This float train has since led 
to another outcropping nickel sulphide vein

approximately 400m to the SE. Another 
nearby creek which returned elevated 
nickel values from geochemical stream 
sampling, led to the discovery of two more 
outcropping veins approximately 800m 
NE of the discovery outcrop. These nickel 
sulphide bearing veins are expected to be 
part of a more extensive shear system.

This discovery at Iyewe Creek strengthens 
our geological model for multiple 
occurrences of high grade nickel sulphide 
mineralisation along the Keveri Fault 
system. We believe that this developing 
model will assist in locating other nickel 
sulphide occurrances.

Other ultramafic mineralisation 
occurrences – Wedei Creek (EL1433)
Wedei Creek returned anomalous arsenic, 
sulphur and nickel geochemistry from 
an orientation programme in late 2008. 
Subsequent geochemical sampling has 
returned anomalous gold (up to 154g/t Au  
in panned concentrate), platinum (up to 
6.4g/t Pt in panned concentrate), palladium 
and chromium, which we believe to be 
related to cumulate gabbro source rocks.  
The geochemical sampling continues 
to expand the area of interest.  Follow-
up programmes to evaluate the gold 
and platinum group elements (PGEs) are 
underway.

Gold and Gold-Copper 
Exploration
Gold exploration represents over 80% of our 
exploration budget with a clear objective of 
exploring targets with large-scale (>1million 
ounce) potential. Goldminex has previously 
reported multiple occurrences of high-
grade gold-copper mineralisation from its 
Owen Stanley project area such as Gossan 
Hill and Foasi (EL1355). In late 2008, a 
significant new gold-copper discovery was 
made at Kemani (EL1433), and the Awari 
tenement in the Sepik Province (EL1420) 
was granted.

During the year, considerable effort 
was invested in the Gossan Hill/Foasi 
corridor (Figure 4), recognising that 
these occurrences were potentially part 
of a larger-scale mineralised system. The 
focus of current gold-copper exploration

activity is to systematically explore this 
corridor to define drill targets that may 
host substantial resources. The Kemani 
discovery in late 2008 with initial gold 
grades up to 91g/t Au and 23% Cu led to 
detailed trenching this year, confirming 
over 1.5km of strike extent (Figure 5). 
The Kemani prospect has since been 
prepared for drilling, which is expected to 
commence in October 2009. The Awari 
prospect is currently being drilled.

Regional exploration at Adau (EL1576) 
near Wedei Creek (EL1433) has led to 
the discovery of outcropping gold 
mineralisation returning up to 15.4g/t 
Au, which opens up the ultramafic areas 
to have potential to host gold (Kemani is 
hosted within ultramafic rocks). Areas such 
as this are being followed up as part of the 
ongoing regional programme.

Gossan Hill (EL1355)
A combination of drill results from 
the December 2008 six hole drilling 
programme, surface geochemistry, 
trenching and data from the EM survey has 
led to a revised structural model for Gossan 
Hill, based on an ENE structure. Figure 5 
shows the coincident EM anomaly and 
arsenic geochemistry anomaly, adjacent to 
the area drilled by Goldminex in 2008.

Drilling at Gossan Hill resumed in 
September 2009 to test the continuity of 
surface veins hosting up to 55g/t Au and to 
test the EM anomaly approximately 200m 
below surface. 
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Foasi System (EL1355)
The Foasi area features a large area of 
alteration in excess of 25km2, containing 
zones of shear hosted gold and copper 
mineralisation. As shown in Figure 6, a key 
result of the 2008 EM programme was the 
identification of a 2km diameter buried 
intrusive to the east of Foasi and north of 
Ibaubi. Crescent shaped zones of gold and 
copper mineralisation can be seen to the 
south and south-west.

Kemani Structure (EL1433)
The Kemani prospect is located 
approximately 25km northeast of Keuka 
Camp. Field work carried out late in 2008, 
supplemented by examination of satellite 
imagery, revealed a distinctive structure 
extending over 3.5km (Figure 7). The 2008 
reconnaissance programme mapped and 
sampled 2km of strike where initial rock 
chip sampling returned high-grade shear 
hosted gold and copper mineralisation 
up to 91g/t gold and 23% copper. This 
work has defined a structure with widths 
ranging from a few tens of centimetres to 
20 metres. The mineralisation occurs as 
silicified tension fractures and shears hosted 
within serpentinised ultramafic rocks. 

During 2009, 25 trenches were excavated 
and sampled, with encouraging gold values 
returned. Drilling will test this structure later 
in 2009.

•	 6.3m at 15.4g/t Au  from Trench 11

•	 2.4m at 14.7g/t Au from Trench 8

•	 2.5m at 13.0g/t Au from Trench 15

•	 2.6m at 11.3g/t Au  from Trench 12

•	 4.0m at 3.8g/t Au    from Trench 4

Awari (EL1420)
EL1420 covers an area of 237km2 in the 
Sepik Province, 45km northeast of the 
multi-million ounce Porgera Gold Mine.  
Since the Exploration Licence was granted 
in December 2008, Goldminex has acquired 
data from previous work carried out in 
the area.  Limited diamond drilling from 
a previous explorer returned 7.7m at 
11.4g/t Au. Trenching by previous explorers 
returned encouraging results including 5m 
at 38.5g/t Au. 

A Goldminex team was deployed to the 
Awari gold prospect in April 2009 to begin 
geological evaluation of the area. The 
programme has consisted of trenching and 
mapping to validate previous explorer’s 
results and then develop a drill programme 
to test the mineralised structures identified 
at surface. A fly camp was constructed to 
the north of the Awari Village close to the 
area where an anomalous gold bearing 
structure is currently subject to artisanal 
mining activities.  

Highlights of the Awari trench results 
include:

T10:		 5m at 5.2g/t Au including 1m at 
10.1g/t Au from a zone of parallel NE 
trending quartz veins;

T12:		 15m at 2.7g/t Au which includes 1m 
at 28.2 g/t Au;

T2: 	 	 a single sample over a metre 
returned 29.8 g/t Au.

Anomaly Hill is a distinctive low angle 
shear zone trending along an EW direction 
and dipping to the south (Figure 8). The 
structure is well exposed in trenches.

Future work will concentrate on extending 
the known strike length of the Anomaly 
Hill mineralisation along both east and 
west directions with the aim of delineating 
additional targets for drilling. Work has also 
begun on outcropping quartz/sulphide NE 
bearing structures south of the Awari River.

Diamond drilling is currently underway with 
the first four holes completed of the initial 
6-8 hole programme.

Exploration Methods
Goldminex has systematically field tested 
and trialed a number of exploration 
techniques since it began exploration 
activities in the region. Conventional 
methods such as geochemical sampling, 
field mapping and trenching, are 
augmented with satellite imagery, detailed 
structural interpretation and geophysical 
methods. As a first pass exploration tool, 
geochemical sampling delivers excellent 
results as sampling methods and depths 
have been optimised in each of the nickel, 
gold  and gold-copper areas. 

We have implemented a new database 
this year to manage the increased sample 
numbers, ensure valid and secure data 
capture and to have the data available 
online for all sites. This database provides 
information for mapping and interpretation 
in a faster and more integrated manner 
than the previous system. 

The exploration model continues to be 
developed and refined as a predictive tool 
to both extend existing mineralisation and 
to find new zones of mineralisation. We 
have utilised technologies and methods to 
complement our exploration activities such 
as an EM survey to search for new sulphide 
mineralised zones and delineate the 
subsurface extent of surface mineralisation 
discovered to date. 

Geological and 
Exploration Team
Our geological team is built from a diverse 
group of National and expatriate geologists. 
The senior geologists are all seasoned PNG 
explorers. We are fortunate to also have 
an experienced team of geological field 
assistants who are the backbone of our 
operations.

Where we have required technical expertise 
outside of our in-house capabilities, we 
have successfully retained what we believe 
to be a world class group of consultants 
with a track record of making discoveries. 
We are starting to achieve critical mass 
with this combined team in the central 
tenements, and have recently expanded 
regional exploration activities based on 
knowledge developed to date.

Safety and Logistics
Safety is integral to our exploration process. 
Goldminex has a paramedic at each site, 
comprehensive emergency procedures 
and communications designed for remote 
locations and harsh conditions. The 
Company is very conscious of maintaining 
a safe work environment and takes a 
proactive role in this critical area.

An unusually long wet season delayed 
the restart of field activities at Keuka until 
mid-May 2009. Management decided not 
to resume helicopter operations for safety 
and cost considerations until the weather 
materially improved. Comparatively better 
weather in the Awari region allowed 
geologists access to Awari in April 2009. 

A critical part of our success to date lies 
with our logistics and support staff in 
both PNG and Australia. Our logistics and 
services teams have set high standards in 
supporting two projects in different parts 
of PNG. 

Community Relations
Goldminex makes considerable effort to 
maintain good relationships with local 
landowners. The Company employs 
community affairs personnel who manage 
the interface with local landowners within 
the project areas. These representatives 
ensure that our exploration activities are 
explained in detail to the community 
and that the Company maintains open 
communication with landowners, 
highlighting the mutual benefits of our 
exploration activities.

The Company employs many local people 
from each exploration area to assist our 
geological and drilling teams. Some of the 
landowners actively prospect on behalf 
of the Company, while others are being 
trained as field assistants, camp managers 
and drilling offsiders.

Our site medics continue to spend much of 
their time within the surrounding villages, 
training people in health and hygiene and 
treating the sick and injured. The Company 
continues to treat people within our 
exploration area for malaria related illness 
including the distribution of mosquito nets 
and education about malaria prevention. 

Environmental 
Management
Goldminex is committed to minimising 
any negative impact of exploration on the 
environment by integrating environmental 
considerations with community interests 
when planning its activities. Selection 
and preparation of drilling platforms, 
rehabilitation of cleared areas and 
monitoring of contractors to ensure 
compliance with Company environmental 
policies, all contribute to minimise 
the environmental impacts related to 
Company exploration programmes.

The Board’s philosophy is to adopt practices 
that are consistent with the best practice 
recommendations of the ASX Corporate 
Governance Council and in the best 
interests of the Company.

Principle 1: Lay Solid Foundations 
for Management and Oversight 
The functions reserved to the Board and 
those delegated to Senior Executives  
are disclosed in the Company’s Board  
Charter and the Company’s Delegated 
Authorities Policy. These documents are 
available on the Company’s website at 
www.goldminex.com.au. 

The Board’s role is to govern the Company 
rather than to manage its operations. In 
governing the Company, the Directors must 
act in the best interests of the Company as 
a whole. It is the role of senior management 
to manage the Company in accordance 
with the direction and delegations of the 
Board and the responsibility of the Board 
to oversee the activities of management in 
carrying out these delegated duties.

The responsibilities of the Board include: 

•	 Setting the strategic goals of 
Goldminex in conjunction with 
management;

•	 Ensuring resources are available 
to achieve these goals including 
approving annual budgets and 
long term financial and capital 
management plans;

•	 Reviewing the financial and other 
performance indicators of Goldminex 
and reporting on that performance;

•	 Oversight of Goldminex’s control and 
accountability systems;

•	 Approving significant acquisitions and 
divestments;

•	 Identifying and monitoring major 
risks as well as reviewing and ratifying 
systems of risk management, internal 
compliance and control;

–	 Ensuring a healthy and safe work 
environment;

–	 Ensuring that Goldminex complies 
with all relevant legislation;

–	 Ensuring adherence to 
environmental standards;

•	 Establishing and reviewing the 
charters of all committees of the 
Board;

•	 Selecting, appointing and approving 
the terms and conditions for the 
Managing Director as well as reviewing 
the Managing Director’s performance;

•	 Ratifying the appointment of Senior

•	 Monitoring the appointment, 
performance, and employment terms 
and conditions of Senior Executives.

The Board has delegated the responsibility 
for management of the Company to the 
Managing Director and senior management 
who implement the Board’s strategies 
and compliance activities.

Principle 2: Structure the Board  
to Add Value 
Details regarding the structure of the 
Board and the names, qualifications 
and independence of each Director are 
provided in the Directors’ Report on pages 
18 to 24 of the Annual Report. The Board 
Charter details the Board’s composition 
and responsibilities. The Company’s 
policy on Director independence and 
access to independent advice at the 
expense of the Company is provided in 
the Company’s Director Independence 
Policy. The Remuneration and Nominations 
Committee Charter describes the role of 
the Nomination Committee and process for 
evaluating the performance of the Board, 
its committees and individual Directors.

The roles of Managing Director and 
Chairman of the Board are undertaken 
by separate people. Three of the six 
Directors, including the Chairman, are 
independent. The Board does not have a 
majority of independent Directors. Whilst 
this represents a divergence from the ASX 
Corporate Governance Principles and 
Recommendations, it is the Board’s opinion 
that the current structure represents an 
appropriate balance of skills, experience and 
commitment that will allow the Company 
to continue to discharge its responsibilities 
and duties whilst remaining committed 
to the general principles of the ASX 
guidelines. All Directors are entitled to seek 
independent professional advice in carrying 
out their duties. Further, in accordance 
with the Corporations Act 2001 and the 
Company’s policies, each member of the 
Board is required to keep the Board advised 
of any potential conflict of interest with 
the Company and must absent themselves 
from any Board discussion and not vote if a 
conflict does exist.

The Board has established a number of 
committees to assist in the execution of its 
duties and to allow detailed consideration 
of complex issues. Current committees 
of the Board are the Remuneration and 
Nomination Committee and the Audit 
and Risk Management Committee. Each 
committee has its own written charter 
setting out its role and responsibilities, 
structure and the manner in which the 
committee is to operate. All matters 
determined by committees are submitted 
to the full Board as recommendations for 
Board decisions. 

The Remuneration and Nomination 
Committee consists of a majority of 
independent Directors, is chaired by an 

independent Director and has at least three 
members. Over the year, the Committee 
consisted of the following Directors: 
•	 A. Fleming (Chair as of 28 August 

2009); 
•	 D. Sode (Chair until 28 August 2009); 

and 
•	 B. Tambanis.

The Remuneration and Nomination 
Committee is responsible for ensuring that 
the Company:

•	 Has coherent recruitment, retention, 
succession and remuneration policies 
and practices which enable it to 
attract and retain Directors and Senior 
Executives who have the skills to 
achieve the Company’s goals and add 
value for shareholders;

•	 Rewards Directors and Senior 
Executives in a fair and responsible 
manner, while having due regard for 
the performance of the Company, 
the individual Director or Senior 
Executive’s performance and the 
reward environment; 

•	 Complies with all relevant 
employment legislation, as well as 
legislation and listing rules regarding 
Director and Executive remuneration 
and the disclosure of such 
remuneration; and 

•	 Evaluate the performance of the 
Board, its committees and Directors 
to ensure that the Board composition 
meets the present and future 
needs of the Company and to 
make recommendations on Board 
composition and appointments. 

Specifically in the case of appointment of 
new Directors, the Committee in its role as 
a nomination committee will:

•	 Identify the skills and characteristics 
the Board needs to enhance its 
operation;

•	 Establish a process, including obtaining 
third party advice, for identifying, 
selecting and recommending to the 
whole Board, individuals who meet the 
criteria established;

•	 Select and interview specific 
individuals for nomination and make 
recommendations to the Board on an 
individual’s appointment;

•	 Ensure the individual understands 
their duties and responsibilities and 
the time and energy commitment 
needed to fulfill their role as a Director;

•	 Ensure the appointment letter covers 
all items required to reflect best 
practice;

•	 Develop and implement an effective 
induction process for new Directors; 
and

•	 Inform shareholders and stakeholders 
of the processes in selection and 
appointment of Directors.

When a new Director is to be appointed, 
the Remuneration and Nominations 
Committee reviews the range of skills, 
experience and expertise on the 
Board, identifies its needs and makes 
recommendations to the full Board. 
Where necessary, advice is sought from 
independent search consultants. The full 
Board then appoints the most suitable 
candidate who must stand for election at 
the next annual general meeting of the 
Company. The Committee’s nomination of 
existing Directors for reappointment is not 
automatic and is contingent on their past 
performance, contribution to the Company 
and the current and future needs of the 
Board and Company. 

Each year the Board conducts an evaluation 
of its performance, its committees and 
its Directors under the guidance of 
the Remuneration and Nominations 
Committee. The assessment will be 
qualitative and quantitative and be 
conducted by the Board itself or an 
independent expert. The Chairperson is 
responsible for taking any actions that 
arise from the evaluation. The evaluation 
should lead to improved Board procedures, 
as well as goals for operation of the Board 
during the next year. An assessment carried 
out in accordance with this process was 
undertaken during July and August 2009. 

The number of meetings of the Company’s 
Board of Directors and of each Board 
committee held during the year ended 30 
June 2009, and the number of meetings 
attended by each Director is disclosed on 
page 20 of the Directors’ Report.

The Company has developed a Board and 
Company Code of Conduct that has been 
fully endorsed by the Board and applies to 
all Directors and employees. The Code of 
Conduct is regularly reviewed and updated 
as necessary to ensure it reflects the highest 
standards of behavior and professionalism 
and the practices necessary to maintain 
confidence in the Group’s integrity and to 
take into account legal obligations and 
reasonable expectations of the Company’s 
stakeholders.

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The Company has a Securities Trading 
Policy that regulates the dealings by its 
Directors, employees and contractors, in 
shares, options and other securities issued 
by the Company. Under the Company’s 
Securities Trading Policy, a Director, 
employee or contractor must not trade 
in any securities of the Company at any 
time when they are in possession of 
unpublished price sensitive information 
in relation to those securities or the 
Company’s operations. Before commencing 
to trade, a Director, employee or contractor 
must first obtain the approval of the 
Board to purchase (including the exercise 
of any options) or sell any securities 
of the Company. The policy has been 
formulated to ensure that Directors, 
employees and contractors who work 
on a regular basis for the Company are 
aware of the legal restrictions on trading 
in Company securities while in possession 
of unpublished price-sensitive information.

Each year, the Audit and Risk Management 
Committee will review the selection, 
appointment, removal and compensation 
of external auditors. Grant Thornton was 
appointed as the external auditor for 
the 30 June 2008 year ended audit. It is 
Grant Thornton’s policy to rotate audit 
engagement partners on listed companies 
at least every five years, and in accordance 
with that policy a new audit engagement 
partner is not required until 30 June 2013.

In its role as an audit committee, the 
Committee is responsible for ensuring there 
are adequate policies in relation to financial 
risk management, compliance and internal 
control systems. In summary, the Company 
policies are designed to ensure strategic, 
operational, legal, reputational and financial 
risks are identified, assessed, effectively 
and efficiently managed and monitored to 
enable achievement of the Group’s business 
objectives. The Committee also reviews and 
tests the adequacy of: 

•	 Compliance of government 
regulations and other regulatory 
bodies relating to ethics, environment, 
occupational health and safety; and

•	 Non-financial risk management 
policies relating to:

–	 Business continuity and disaster 
recovery plans; and 

–	 Public liability and other insurance 
coverage.

There are inherent risks associated with 
exploration and the development of 
resource projects and, in particular, in 
operating in overseas countries such as 
PNG. The Company has not established 
formal policies for the oversight and 
management of these material business 
risks other than those delegated to the 
Audit and Risk Management Committee. 

Due to the size of the Company and the 
size of the Board, the Board monitors all key 
areas of the Company’s risk management 
on an ongoing basis and, where possible, 
will implement policies and procedures to 
address such risks. The Board has delegated 
the responsibility of designing risk 
management and internal control systems 
to the Managing Director and senior 
management who manage the Company’s 
material business risks and report to the 
Board on the effectiveness of those systems. 
Management reports to the Board on a 
monthly basis and has reported that these 
risks are being management effectively. 
The Managing Director and Chief Financial 
Officer have commenced the process of 
enhancing the design and implementation 
of risk management and internal control 
systems to manage the Company’s material 
business risks. They will report to the Board 
on an ongoing basis to design, implement 
and assess these systems. 

The Board has received assurance from the 
Chairman and the Chief Financial Officer 
that the declaration provided in accordance 
with section 295A of the Corporations 
Act is founded on a sound system of risk 
management and internal control and 
that the system is operating effectively in 
all material aspects in relation to financial 
reporting risks and discloses accordingly.

Principle 8: Remunerate Fairly  
and Responsibly 
As described under Principle 2 above, the 
Board has established a Remuneration and 
Nomination Committee. The Remuneration 
and Nomination Committee is responsible 
for ensuring that the Company remunerates 
Directors (Non-Executive and Executive) 
and Senior Executives in a fair and 
responsible manner.
